Introduction

Catholic education is infrinsic fo the mission of the Church. In fact Catholic education is af the
very ‘heart of the Church’.

Our concern is to ensure access for Catholic families. However local pastoral discretion is an
important element of decision-making with regard to enrolment. Therefore, whilst bearing in
mind that first priority is given to Catholic children within the parish, the Parish Priest and Principal
are able to exercise some pastoral discretion where they deem necessary.

« Children from non-Catholic Eastern churches who reside outside the parish
«  Other Christian children who reside in the parish

- Other Christian children who reside outside the parish

- Non-Christian children who reside in the parish

. NQTET: siblings of children already enrolled in the school are given
priority.

FEES & LEVIES



FEE AND LEVY STRUCTURE 2020

School Fees

Family Fee: $2,350

The Family Fee largely supports capital loan repayments, business administration costs, building and
grounds maintenance and refurbishments, power and services costs and additional staffing cosfs.

Other School Charges

Curriculum Levy per child: $600

The Curriculum Levy provides for all student books, stationery, classroom supplies, library books and
specialist supplies (e.g. Phys.Ed equipment). This Levy also includes an ICT Levy and Excursion Levy.

Camp Fee
This fee is charged in Years 4, 5 and 6. This fee can vary slightly due to costs charged by camp providers.
In 2018 these fees were: Year 4 (1 night)-  $200.00 YMCA Mt Evelyn

Year 5 (2 nights)- $320.00 Surf Camp Lorne

Year 6 (3 nights)- $750.00 Canberra and Sydney

District and Zone Sporting Events Levy: (Charged as necessary per event to the children involved)
District and Zone Sporting Events Levy largely cover transport cosfs.
