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Summary of School Uniform Policy

The Uniform Policy reinforces the belief that at St Mary MacKillop
Primary School a uniform dress code reinforces in students a pride
in their own appearance, develops a sense of identity as an integral
part of the school community, and assists in developing pride in
representing their school.

Jewellery

The only permissible ear jewellery is a single stud or sleeper in
pierced ears. This applies to both girls and boys and will be strictly
enforced. Stud earrings and sleepers worn in the ears, plus watches
are the only acceptable jewellery (as well as jewellery of religious or
cultural significance).

Nails, Nail Care and Cosmetics

For safety during play times, games and physical lessons, students
must keep their nails short. Only clear nail polish is permitted,;
coloured nail polish is not allowed at school. Press-on nails and nail
extensions are not permitted. Cosmetics may not be worn to school.
To protect students’ skin, the use of sunscreen throughout the day is
encouraged.

Trousers (grey, double knee) with Shirt (with embroidered crest) long
or short sleeved, with grey socks

* Pullover (charcoal with embroidered crest)

» Hat (slouch with embroidered logo- Term 1 and 4)
